My dear Parishioners and Friends,

Within a few days of the publication of this
letter the event to which I hope you are all
looking forward will be taking place. The
various attractions of the Church Fair are
probably all known to you, but to make sure a
handbill is enclosed. It is not possible, how-
ever, in so small a space to give more than a
general outline of our Programme, which will
be no less attractive than in former years.
To say this is, I realize, to make a rather bold
statement, for some of the Church Fairs in the
past have had programmes which have been
widely regarded in the light of achievements.
It is with these facts in mind that I declare
that the 17th Church Fair, given pour whole-
hearted support and our customary weather,
will be the equal of any of its predecessors.

We are fortunate and honoured in having
Lady Sackville to open the proceedings. I
would ask you all to do your best to be on the
Fair Ground rather before 2.30, the actual
time of opening, to give a hearty welcome to
Lady Sackville.

In addition to the Stalls and Side-shows
there will be given at intervals displays of
dancing and acrobatics, together with some
humorous items, by a Troupe known as the
Kiddie Coons o’ London. They have been
obtained through the same agency from which
we got the Dagenham Pipers two years ago.

They should prove a great attraction for I
am told they have already given some very
successful shows in other parts of the country.
Here then is an opportunity for Platt people
to see for themselves an entertainment already
appreciated by other people of Kent.

The Maidstone British Legion Band will
prove another attraction. Dance Music will be
played in the evening and it is hoped that the
younger people will avail themselves of the
opportunity which this affords.

Meanwhile will you all help to make the fact
and the date of the Church Fair known as
widely as you can. Invite your friends from
far and near to meet you in the Vicarage
Grounds, on Saturday, August 5th. In addition
to all the entertainment provided there will be
a wider range of refreshments than wusual.
The teas will be of various prices to suit the
needs, and, shall I say, the capacities of all,
and in the evening there will be suppers.
All will be daintily served in the hope that the
most flagging and fastidious appetites may be
satisfied. The Buffet and Snack Bar will als¢

serve the customary purpose.

The usual building operations in prepara-
tion for the Fair will commence on Monday,
July 31st, when we hope for the help of the

men and boys who year by year render such

signal service.
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The Church Fair is the one event of the year
which gives all Platt people an opportunity
of meeting together in happy fellowship in
most pleasant surroundings. The Fair is an
asset of incalculable value in our village life.
In addition it affords us all a chance of
helping forward financially the religious and

social organizations of the whole parish.
